FISH FACTS

TRIP 
OUTLINE
Our program is- essentially- a Sunday to Saturday venture, 
broken down as follows ...

SUNDAY
Travel day. Fly into Cabo or La Paz. In either case, end up in 
La Paz. Transport is included in your lodge package. Check 
into hotel. Meet for a “welcome dinner” and small orientation.

MONDAY
Early departure out to the fishing grounds via our lodge 
vehicle.  Meet the boats immediately for a full day of fishing. 
Lodge life begins.

TUESDAY TO THURSDAY
Lather, rinse, repeat :)

FRIDAY
Full day of fishing. Leave the lodge in the afternoon for La Paz. 
Check back into the hotel. Enjoy your final evening.

SATURDAY
Travel day. If time allows, enjoy a free breakfast at the hotel. 
Meet the pre-arranged transport service back to Cabo or 
La Paz airport.
